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Trippin DSP5 Scripts
An important note about DSP5 operating systems; In the custom calibration area you will see DSP Program #1-4. 

The main Engine Operation tables are considered to be the DSP5 # 0 tables. 

These scripts are an easy shortcut to transfer known good “individual” tunes for your vehicle’s operating system into a DSP5 calibration. They simply copy and move data, they do not write the calibrations for you.
1) Save and extract the attached Trippin script files to “My Documents>EFILive>V7.5>User Configuration>Scripts folder

2) Launch the EFILive Tuning tool software on your laptop.

3) Follow the EFILive DSP5 tutorial to upgrade your single tune OS to a DSP5 OS.

4) Once you have upgraded your OS to DSP5 you may use the included scripts to transfer information from the “B” tables into the respective “A” tables.

5) Start by opening your basic DSP5 calibration.

6) Using “File>Load Alternate Calibration for Comparison” command, open the calibration or “tune” you would like to install in the DSP1 tables.
7) The “File>Display Calibration Difference Summary” command will display all the differences between the two calibrations.

8) Click on the first entry, hold down the shift key and highlight the entire list.
9) Select the “Update” button in the lower right hand corner. This will transfer all of the table values from the Alternate calibration into the Current calibration.

10) Now use the “Edit>Run Script” command and select the appropriate “Trippin DSP5_1” script for your ECM. For example, “Trippin_LB7_DSP5_1” will copy all of the table values from the LB7 main calibration and populate the DSP5 Program # 1 tables.
11) Using “File>Load Alternate Calibration for Comparison” command, open the calibration or “tune” you would like to install in the DSP2 tables.

12) Use the “File>Display Calibration Difference Summary” command to display all the differences between the two calibrations.

13) Click on the first “B” table entry, hold down the shift key and highlight only the B tables in the list. We only want the “B” tables to be transferred!
14)  With only the “B” tables highlighted select the “Update” button in the lower right hand corner. This will transfer all of the selected “B” table values from the Alternate calibration into the Current calibration.

15) Now use the “Edit>Run Script” command and select the appropriate “Trippin DSP5_2” script for your ECM. For example, “Trippin_LB7_DSP5_2” will copy all of the table values from the LB7 main calibration and populate the DSP5 Program # 2 tables.

16) Repeat steps 11-15 for DSP5_3 and DSP5_4.

17) The last step is to use the “File>Load Alternate Calibration for Comparison” command, to open the calibration or “tune” you would like to install in the main Engine Operation tables. I recommend storing your largest tune in this set of tables. Highlight and transfer only the “B” tables.
18) Save the file and load into your ECM.
